Bus Shelter

Members were advised that the Parish Plan had stated that any proposal for a bus shelter would be subject to a public consultation.  Recent feedback from some members of the public indicated that there could be some opposition.

The Chair agreed to draft a survey for approval.  The survey would be anonymous and would determine if respondents used the bus and if so, the frequency of use.  The survey would stress that the proposal was for only one shelter and would ask residents for site suggestions.

Further quotes had been received which included £540 for the concrete base and £1500 for a log-lap timber shelter with tiled roof.

Work would continue to record the list of paintings within the village hall.  A list of computer and related equipment owned by this Council had also been compiled.

Village Hall

A meeting had been held between all administrators of the parish web site and Members were briefed on proposed changes.  There would be a new events section, a changing seasonal photograph, a repositioning of the church picture and a Twitter flag.  Future changes would include the Village Hall diary, dating of documents and more information and statistics.  The Parish Clerk agreed to write a letter of thanks to Morning Data Ltd for their continued technology support.

For the village hall, arrangements had progressed to secure planning permission into perpetuity before the October 2009 deadline of the existing grant of planning permission.  The Sustainable heating report would be considered at the next meeting of the Committee with a view to making a recommendation.  Further grant applications for the hall re-development had also been made.
A meeting had been held about the existing lease and trust deed with the hall and also VAT issues.  A recommendation had been made to seek legal advice from a Solicitor who had experience in leases, trust deeds and VAT.

2009/049
County Councillors Report

The County Councillor introduced herself and advised Members that she was now a member of the county council’s Planning, and Roads and Rights of Way Committees.  The last meeting of the Roads and Rights of Way Committee had considered the order for the width and weight restriction on the B3390 and this order would now go out to full consultation.

Members took the opportunity to stress their concerns and issues about the B3390 and the County Councillor expressed her support for the proposed width and weight restriction.  More fundamental issues were discussed that included clearer road signs, a priority system at Hurst Bridge and how the road is a complete no-go area for pedestrians.  A site visit was agreed to involve the County Councillor and representatives of affected parish councils.
